A permanent hunting season is ensured by the totally wild synergetic fauna providing trophies of exceptional quality and remarkable strength. The hunting of bear and chamois brings Romania between the top European countries. The most representative hunting species are the bear, the red deer, the chamois, the roe deer, the wild boar, the follow deer, the capercaillie, the hare, the pheasant, the passage hunt as well as the wolf, the lynx and the wild cat.
